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 Interactive PowerPoint presentations are teacher-made and student-controlled individualized learning 

opportunities embedded with self-assessment measures that allow students to benefit from concrete learning 

experiences. An interactive practice places a good deal of the responsibility for mastering material directly in the hands 

of the learner.  

Hyperlinking 
To create non-linear presentations we use hyperlinks to make text and graphics link to other slides 

within the current presentation, web sites, other presentations and other programs. To do so: 

 create a ‘question’ slide and a slide for a correct response as well as a negative response (3 separate 
slides) 

 to work smart, I set these three slides up to my liking then I duplicate them (select the 
three by holding the control key>right click>Duplicate Slides) numerous times- changing 
the question, answers etc 

 you now need to set up the links on each slide 

 select (click on) the item that you want to be the link 

 click on Insert, Hyperlink on the toolbar (also found in the insert menu) 

 your choices for your link destination are listed on the left side of the insert hyperlink dialog box 

 to link to another slide in the existing presentation (which is what you want to do for this 
presentation), choose Place in this document to locate the particular slide 

 for the correct answer(s) on the question slide, link them to the correct response slide; for 
the incorrect answer(s) link them to the negative response slide 

 on the correct response slide, you need to make the graphic or text be a hyperlink- when 
the student clicks on that link, they will go to the next question slide 

 on the negative response slide, make the graphic and/or text a hyperlink back to question 
for another try 
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Text Boxes ɀ ActiveX Control (Type-able Text Boxes) 

 As far as we know, this feature is not available easily in Mac (write your Congressman!) 

 PowerPoint 2007: Click on the Office Button in the upper left corner and choose PowerPoint Options 
from the bottom of the menu 

o From the Popular dialog box, place a check in front of Show Developer Tab in the ribbon 

o PowerPoint 2007: From the Developer tab click on the ab{ Control where you want to insert the 
text box on the slide 

o Click and drag the text box on the slide 

o Click on Properties in the Control area to adjust the font, size, color, style, etc 

 PowerPoint 2003: 

o PowerPoint 2003: Right click on your toolbar area and choose Control Toolbox 

o From that toolbar choose the ABl (text box button) to insert the box where you want on the 
slide 

o Right click on the text box and choose properties to adjust the font, size, style, etc 

 When you are in the slideshow mode, you can type in the box 

Inserting Video 
 We insert United Streaming video clips into our presentations regularly- 

 Save a clip- (either a segment or the entire video from United Streaming or any other site) 

 PP 07: Insert>Media Clips> Movie>Movie from File 
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 PP 03: Insert>Movie>From File 

 You can resize the video clip to fill the entire or most of the slide. 

 You will be prompted to decide if you want to clip to start automatically or when clicked 

 If you will set this presentation up as a kiosk (which we recommend) you should insert an action button 

on this slide so students can advance to the next slide when viewing create an action button 

(Insert>Shapes>Action Buttons) 

Kiosk 
 Setting up these types of presentations as Kiosks prevents students from advancing slides by clicking anyplace 

on the slide- they HAVE to click the hyperlinks or action buttons to proceed 

 PP 07: Slide Show tab> Set Up Slide Show 

 Under Show type check Browsed at a kiosk 

 Click OK 

Saving as a PowerPoint Show 
 Saving your presentation as a PowerPoint Show keeps your student only in the presentation mode- they never 

go into the editing side of PowerPoint. 

 PP 07: Click on the Office Button> Save As>PowerPoint Show 

 PP 03: File> Save As> choose PowerPoint Show from the file type drop down 

 Remember to save your presentation as a presentation also for future editing on your part 

Creating Your Own Templates Using Clip Art 
 I purchase clip art that is a themed set that I’ve used to create template for my presentations. I use PowerPoint 

as my graphic editor. I insert an image onto a slide. Use the tools on the picture toolbar to crop, adjust, and duplicate 

the image to fill the entire slide. I will then group the parts together. I will make several slides with different looks. Add 

in title text boxes, formatting the fonts the way I would like it and then save the entire then as a design template. When 

I’m ready to use that set, I duplicate the slides that I would like repeated in my presentation.
